spreading throughout the building.

Ladder 1 with A/Lt. Anthony Principato and Mfatt Pribish tried to enter the building to seafoh
victims. However the only way up to the second ffla@s the stairs were the fire was. They quicklgady
ladders to enter through the windows. A woman wlas wapped in the basement was freed when ¢
broke open the bilco doors. Just as all the ressderre accounted for, the evacuation horns wenadsx
and master streams were put in operation.
